We maintain the joy of living in Jesus when...
We Remember, Just Because You Put a Wheelbarrow in a Garage... (v. 7)
“For many deceivers have gone out into the world, those who do not confess the
coming of Jesus Christ in the flesh. Such a one is the deceiver and the antichrist”
(2 John 7).
We Watch Ourselves (but not on TicTok) (v. 8)

“Watch yourselves, so that you may not lose what we have worked for, but may win
a full reward” (2 John 8).
