Luke 24:36-49 

The Way of Life Everlasting 

 

Jesus stands (Luke 24:36-43). 

 

“As they were talking about these things, Jesus himself stood among them and said 

to them, ‘Peace to you!’” (Luke 24:36). 

 

“Who shall ascend the hill of the LORD? And who shall stand in his holy place? He 

who has clean hands and a pure heart, who does not lift up his soul to what is false 

and does not swear deceitfully” (Psalm 24:3-4). 

 

Jesus fulfills (Luke 24:44-48). 

 

“Then He said to them, ‘These are my words that I spoke to you while I was still 

with you, that everything written about me in the Law of Moses and the Prophets 

and the Psalms must be fulfilled’” (Luke 24:44). 

 

“Do not think that I have come to abolish the Law or the Prophets; I have not 

come to abolish them but to fulfill them. For truly, I say to you, until heaven and 

earth pass away, not an iota, not a dot, will pass from the Law until all is 

accomplished. Therefore whoever relaxes one of the least of these commandments 

and teaches others to do the same will be called least in the kingdom of heaven, but 

whoever does them and teaches them will be called great in the kingdom of heaven. 

For I tell you, unless your righteousness exceeds that of the scribes and Pharisees, 

you will never enter the kingdom of heaven” (Matthew 5:17-20). 

 

Jesus sends (Luke 24:49). 

 

“And behold, I am sending the promise of my Father upon you. But stay in the city 

until you are clothed with power from on high” (Luke 24:49). 

 

“These things I have spoken to you while I am still with you. But the Helper, the 

Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, He will teach you all things 

and bring to your remembrance all that I have said to you” (John 14:25). 

 

“Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the 

Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all that I 

have commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, to the end of the age”
