If Christmas Never Happened 

Galatians 4:1-7 

 

From Salvation to Slavery (Galatians 4:1-3) 

 

“In the same way we also, when we were children, were enslaved to the elementary principles 

of the world” (Galatians 4:3). 

 

“And you were dead in the trespasses and sins in which you once walked, following the course 

of this world, following the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that is now at work in the 

sons of disobedience” (Ephesians 2:1-2). 

 

From Completion to Continuation (Galatians 4:4) 

 

“But when the fullness of time had come, God sent forth his Son, born of woman, born under 

the law, to redeem those who were under the law, so that we might receive adoption as 

children” (Galatians 4:4-5a). 

 

“…Now after John was arrested, Jesus came into Galilee, proclaiming the gospel of God, and 

saying, ‘The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand; repent and believe in the 

gospel’” (Mark 1:14-15). 

 

From Adoption to Abandonment (Galatians 4:4-7) 

 

“…so that we might receive adoption as children. And because you are children, God has 

sent the Spirit of his Son into our hearts, crying, ‘Abba! Father!’ So you are no longer a slave, 

but a child, and if a child, then an heir through God” (Galatians 4:5b-7). 

 

“Long ago, at many times and in many ways, God spoke to our fathers by the prophets, but in 

these last days He has spoken to us by His Son, whom He appointed the heir of all 

things, through whom also He created the world” (Hebrews 1:1-2).
